	NOT IN FORECLOSURE
	
	Consult the Clark County Assessor’s website to determine ownership of property, and consult Clark County Recorder’s website to confirm property is not in any stage of foreclosure

	FREE OF LEAD-BASED PAINT
	
	For ALL properties constructed before January 1, 1978 – at least the first page of the HPRP Lead Screening Worksheet must be completed and retained in the assisted household’s file

When a child aged 5 and under or a pregnant woman is expected to live in the assisted housing unit, the housing unit and its building must pass a Visual Inspection for Lead-Based Paint

This requirement applies to all housing units (not just New Move-Ins) constructed before January 1978

This requirement does not apply if assistance is anticipated to be just a one-time, emergency issuance of rental assistance to avoid eviction, and household is not expected to seek financial assistance again in the next 18 months

	HABITABILITY
	
	When a household is moving into a new housing unit (not previously legally occupied by assisted household in prior 30 days), the housing unit must be inspected for basic habitability standards

· Complete the New Move In Habitability Standards Inspection Checklist

Client household is to be assisted with selecting an appropriate and habitable housing unit

· Assist household with housing search, via internet search, review of rental books, etc.

· Encourage household to complete the New Move In Inspection Form designed to assist client document conditions of housing unit upon move-in

If household currently resides in sub-standard housing, the household should be assisted to move into housing that is both affordable and habitable

	RENT IS REASONABLE
	
	Expenses for rent and utilities must be reasonably based on the household’s projected ability to sustain payment for the rent and utilities in the future; generally, no more than 50 percent of the total (normal/projected) household income.  Households should not be assisted to move into or remain in housing that they cannot reasonably be expected to maintain / afford after HPA Consortium assistance ends

Rent for the proposed unit does not exceed the Fair Market Rents (FMR) established for the community by HUD and published each Spring

If the rent rate of a prospective unit exceeds FMR, but there is justification for keeping the household in the unit, a Rent Reasonableness form must be completed, following HUD guidelines of determining rent reasonableness
