SPECIFIC STEPS – IS A RENTAL UNIT IN FORECLOSURE?

Once client provides the address of a housing unit s/he is interested in moving into:

1. Go to the Clark County Assessor website:  www.accessclarkcounty.com/depts/assessor/Pages/assessor.aspx
2. In the middle of the page, click on the record searches, then in the upper left hand corner of the page, select “Real Property Records” and search by address and then enter the address.  Note that you enter the house number and the street name on separate lines.  It is not necessary to enter the direction (north, south, etc.) and oftentimes is easier to leave that blank.  City is not necessary.  Hit submit.

3. You will see a listing with the exact address. It’s probably the first one on the list.  Click on the parcel number.

4. Under general information, you should see the homeowner’s name and address, and also the parcel number again.  

a. Is the registered owner the person to whom a rent check will be written? 

b. Write down the parcel number, you’ll need it in subsequent steps.

5. Scroll further down to the third or fourth box to find the “Original Constr. Year”.  

a. Write down the year of original construction, to be recorded on the HPRP Habitability Standards Inspection Checklist.

6. Go to the Clark County Recorder website: www.accessclarkcounty.com/depts/Recorder/Pages/default.aspx
7. The second listing on the upper far left side of the site is “search records”… click on that.

8. On the left side you will see a listing of categories you can search by.  Select “parcel #” and enter the parcel number in the blank space provided.  Be sure to include the dashes between the parcel number.    

9. You will see a list of documents recorded against that address.  Look for the words “Default”,  

a. You will notice that each entry has an instrument number and a document type.  If you see something that might be a default, or you want more information, write down the instrument number and contact the County Recorder’s office for details.  455-4336.

Find out from Recorder’s office other document types:  “deed in lieu of foreclosure”
